Please log into it at 8am on Thursday, August 20th, 
so we can begin our day together.  For Thursday and 
Friday, your child will need to have pencils, crayons or 
markers, blank paper and dice (from the school 
supplied materials).  Please make sure your child has 
these items at hand each day.  

We will be using Seesaw with students 
throughout Remote Learning.  This is a platform for 
student engagement where students can create, reflect 
and share using a variety of digital tools within the 
program.  To be prepared for the first week of school, 
you can get your student logged in to our classroom.  
A video is linked in the D46 Student Resource website 
in the Families Start Here tab that walks you through 
how to get logged in, along with some other Seesaw 
basics.  The tutorial shows two ways to get logged in.  
Your student will use his or her district issued 
Google username/password to get connected, so 
you can disregard the other options to getting logged 
in. You will receive your child’s Google username and 
password this Wednesday, August 19, when you pick 
up the supplies from school.

This linked video will be helpful as you log your 
child into Seesaw. Please make sure your child can 
log into his or her Seesaw account before 
Thursday, August 20th.
