This week in Science, we finished creating an
animal care guide for the animal we
researched. We also began learning about
ways that animals and plants rely on each
other (interdependence).

In Reading, students listened to different
versions of familiar fairy tales. They identified
the point of view of the narrator (Ist person
or 3rd person). They also compared and
contrasted the stories.

In Writing, students completed and shared
their biome dioramas. After reading The Three
Little Pigs and The True Story of the Three
Little Pigs, students began an opinion piece
stating whether they believe the pigs or the
wolf was felling the truth. They supported
their opinions with evidence.

In Math, we partitioned squares and
rectangles into equal shares. We noticed how
equal shares are often the same shape, but
they do not have to be.
